Draft scope statement. 

Submit Scope Statment  
to rule-making authority 

for authorization  for 
publication. 

Submit Scope Statement 
to Governor's Office of 
Regulatory Compliance. 

Submit Scope to the 
Legislative Reference 

Bureau for publication in 
the Administrative 

Register (after Govenor's 
approval) 

No sooner than 10 days 
after publication, the 
rule-making authority 
approves the Scope 

Statement.   

If using an advisory 
committee under 

§227.13, submit the 
names to GORC. 

Draft rule and rule 
analysis. 

Submit the Public 
Hearing Draft to the rule-

making authority for 
approval. 

If Housing Report is 
required, submit the 

Public Hearing Draft to 
the Dept. of 

Administration. 

Prepare Notice of Time 
Period for Comments for 

the Economic Impact 
Analysis and post to 

websites. 

Prepare the Economic 
Impact Analysis.   

Economic Impact 
Analysis is provided to 
the Secretary's Office at 
least two days prior to 
filing outside DSPS. 

Public Hearing Draft is 
filed with the 

Clearinghouse with EIA.  
(Clearinghouse has 20 
business day review 

period).   

File EIA with the Chief 
Clerks of each house of 

the legislature.   

If EIA is greater than $20 
million, submit rule to 

Dept. of Administration. 

If the rule may have any 
economic impact on 

small business, submit 
the Public Hearing Draft 

to the SBRRB. 

If required, prepare 
Environmental Analysis. 

Draft and publish Notice 
of Public Hearing. 

Hold Public Hearing 
(after receipt of 

Clearinghouse Report 
and at least 10 days after 

publication.) 

Review and respond to 
Clearinghouse Report 
and Public Comments. 

If required, prepare Final 
Regulatory Flexibility 

Analysis. 

Draft final rule and 
Legislative Report. 

Submit the Legislative 
Report and final rule 
draft to rule-making 

authority for approval. 

Submit the Legislative 
Report and final rules 
draft to the Governor's 
Office of Regulatory 

Compliance 

Governor's Office of 
Regulatory Compliance 
shall notify the Rules 

Coordinator in writing of 
approval or disapproval. 

If incorporating 
standards, the request 
will be made to the 
Attorney General. 

Submit Legislative 
Report and final rule 

draft to the chief clerks 
of both houses of the 

Legislature. 

Each Chief Clerk will 
refer the rule to a 

standing committee.  The 
review period is 30 days. 

When a committee's 
review period concludes, 

the rule is referred to 
JCRAR.  JCRAR review 

period is 30 days. 

Rule-making authority 
may adopt rule 

Personally deliver the 
certified copy of the 
adopted rule to the 

Legislative Reference 
Bureau. 

Review the galley copy 
from the Legislative 
Reference Bureau. 

Rule is published  in 
Administrative Register. 

Rule effective 1st day of 
month after publication 

or designated date.
