ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT– ANGELA ARRINGTON, BUREAU DIRECTOR 

 

Angela Arrington provided the Section with an update related to the regulatory digest.  

 

LEGISLATIVE/ADMINISTRATIVE RULES 
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Discussion of Rules Related to Continuing Education for Architects, Landscape Architects, 

Professional Engineers, Designers of Engineering Systems and Land Surveyors. 
The Section discussed the need for continuing education and decided to reserve the right to 

reconsider this option at a later time. 

 

Discuss Provisions of 443.08(4)(b) 
Ms. McGowan asked the Section to define “Final” plan for the purpose of requiring stamping.  The 

Section discussed at length and proposed that the “Final” plan be those submitted to the authority 

having jurisdiction. 

 

Ms. McGowan explained the process for the statutory changes that the Section is requesting. Scott 

Berg distributed a handout delineating his suggested changes to A-E 5 for the Section to discuss.    

The Section discussed the changes. 

 

CREDENTIALING 

 

Definition of Designer 

The process of defining designer has begun but needs to be subfield oriented.   

 

Review of Designer Application Appraisal Form #989 

The Section indicated that they would like to see all “Designers of Engineering Systems” changed to 

“Designers of Engineered Systems” once the statutory change has been complete.  Some of the 

language was updated to reflect industry changes. 

 

Review and Discuss Potential Changes to A-E 5 

The Section began review of A-E 5 to make suggestions for updating.  The Department will send the 

document in “WORD” format to allow changes to be tracked.  Additional discussion will occur at 

the first meeting in 2011. 

 

PRACTICE ISSUES 

 

Discussion Regarding the Possibility of Creating a New Subsection within the Design Systems 

Profession: Designer of Engineered Systems – Fire Alarm 

Tom Benish and Mark Gardetto spoke to the section in support of a new credential for Designers of 

Engineered Systems – Fire Alarms.  This is not a credential currently offered by DRL.  The Section 

cannot act upon this recommendation.  The Section could choose to support legislation necessary for 

this change.
