ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

Jeff Scanlan announced that a recommendation for has come from the 18 month case closing committee.
He advised the Board that the 18-Month Case Closing Committee has announced that it will assign
dedicated staff from the Division of Enforcement to work solely on Board of Nursing’s cases. Secretary
Jackson appeared before the Board to expand upon this initiative. The members of the DOE nursing team
were present for introduction and were identified as Arthur Thexton and Jeanette Lytle, prosecuting
attorneys; Tara Albedyll, Steve Rohland and Dan Williams, investigators; and Jan Johnson, paralegal.
Secretary Jackson noted that the team member’s transition to nursing cases would happen gradually.

Secretary Jackson requested that the Board work with the Department and other stakeholders to
secure backing in the legislature to generate support for the Board of Nursing obtaining a
separate board bureau within the Department, similar to that of the Medical Examining Board.
The involvement of Judy Warmuth, Wisconsin hospital Association and Gina Dennik-Champion,
Wisconsin Nurses Association was requested. The Board was pleased by this announcement and
was in support of this initiative.

Marilyn Kaufmann noted that the Impaired Professional Procedure (IPP) and Monitoring is underfunded
and understaffed in comparison to similar sized boards as reported in NCSBN’s CORE Report. Secretary
Jackson acknowledged this issue and advised the Board on steps being taken. The Department is
attempting to secure authority to hire a paralegal, and is considering the hiring of a part-time Operations
Program Associate position to work in monitoring. If the Department is successful in obtaining hiring
authority, these individuals could be in place as soon as the end of January. The Secretary reported that
IPP will remain in house and will not be broken out by Board as was previously anticipated. The scope
statement for IPP has been prepared and had been circulated for feedback. Michael Berndt will conduct
rule writing for administrative code changes to the Department’s administration of IPP. The actual
implementation and promotion of IPP will occur once rules are complete. Secretary Jackson and the
Board discussed the prospective timeframes for hiring and for implementation of the redesigned IPP.
The Board requested an update at its January meeting.

Additionally the Secretary reported to the Board regarding outreach she conducted in November with
respect to the nursing workforce survey that has been mandated for registered nurse renewal. She
indicated that she traveled to Marshfield, Wausau, Stevens Point and other locations in that area to raise
awareness of this requirement, answer questions, and to collect feedback regarding the survey
requirement.

NURSING WORKFORCE SURVEY REQUIRED FOR RENEWAL OF RN LICENSURE IN
2010, DRL/DWD DISCUSSION WITH BOARD OF NURSING — NURSING WORKFORCE
SURVEY APPROVAL PROCESS —- ADEQUATE COMPLETION OF SURVEY

The Board reviewed a memorandum prepared by Jeff Scanlan outlining a concern regarding the statutory
language that implemented the nursing workforce survey and the potential for the Board and/or
Department to receive and subsequently review, for proper completion, any workforce surveys completed
via paper copy. Statutory language directed that the survey shall be completed to the Board of Nursing’s
satisfaction, and that the license shall not be renewed until a completed survey is received. As the state
has approximately 83,000 actively licensed registered nurses (DRL license count, November 2009) this
could mean that even a small percentage of nurses opting to complete the paper survey could potentially
generate thousands of surveys which would then need to be reviewed for sufficient completion.
Furthermore, it was explained that this is not an issue for those nurses that complete the survey online as a
licensee will not be able to renew online until the survey has been completed. It was therefore requested
by the Department that the Board make a motion to require nurses choosing to complete a paper survey to
provide a certification, via signature on the workforce survey, to attest to true and accurate completion of
the survey in its entirety. An RN who certifies that they have completed the survey is legally accountable
if found to have falsified that they have truly and accurately completed the survey.

The Board was then joined by Dennis Winters, DWD; Greg Smith, DWD; Rita Black-Radloff, DWD;
Suzanne Schuler, Wisconsin Center for Nursing; and Hector Colon, DRL — Office of the Secretary.
Introductions were shared between the Board, representative from DWD, DRL, and Wisconsin Center for
Nursing. Hector Colon acknowledged involvement of Judy Warmuth, Wisconsin Hospital Association,
and Gina Dennik-Champion, Wisconsin Nurses Association, in the work of implementing the survey. He
then provided the Board with an update on the status of the survey’s implementation. Hector Colon
advised the Board that all concerned parties are aggressively pursuing efforts to notify nurses and their
employers of the requirement for completion the survey as a condition for renewal. The Board discussed
the various methods of communication that are being utilized to distribute information regarding
workforce survey requirement and noted that a press release was provided by Senator Robson and the
Wisconsin Center for Nursing,

Board discussion then turned to the content and facilitation of the survey. DWD representatives provided
the Board with the history of the survey, explained the type of information being collected and discussed
how the information within the survey will be used to identify future short falls in the nursing profession.
They informed the Board that the survey includes the federal minimum data set. The following
organizations were recognized as partners on this project: Association of Nurse Educators of Wisconsin,
Wisconsin Center for Nursing, Wisconsin Hospital Association, Wisconsin Nurses Association,
Wisconsin Nursing Coalition, Department of Health Services (DHS), Department of Workforce
Development (DWD) and Department of Regulation and Licensing (DRL).
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The Board also discussed the process for completing the survey. DWD representatives stated that a FAQ
regarding the workforce survey is in draft stages. The DWD representatives requested that questions
received by the Board or the Department be forwarded to DWD for inclusion in the survey FAQ. The
Board noted that the survey would be an ongoing requirement for licensure renewal.

The Board received and reviewed a draft copy of the survey questions. The online completion of the
workforce survey was strongly encouraged and described as the most efficient way to complete the
survey. DWD representatives advised that, based on the responses provided by the nurse taking the
online survey, the driver flows in the online survey have been configured to skip irrelevant questions.
DWD also indicated that they would like to circulate the survey to employers to gauge its functionality
and to allow time to identify any potential information technology issues.

MOTION: Margaret Wood moved, seconded by June Bahr, that the Board of Nursing
directs the Department of Regulation & Licensing to establish signature
verification for the paper version of the nursing workforce survey. The
Department shall require a nurse, in order to renew their license, to
complete the survey and attest completion thereof via a signature
requirement. Motion carried unanimously.

DRL 18 MONTH COMMITMENT COMMITTEE. PRESENTATION AND APPEARANCE BY
BRUCE CAMERON RE: STATISTICS ON CASE CLOSINGS AND CASE CLOSING
PROCEDURES

During the “Administrative Report” Bruce Cameron addressed the Board to report the status of nursing
cases which are outside of the deadlines set by the 18 Month Case Closing Committee. Mr. Cameron
indicated that after the Board’s last meeting he identified that fifty-five (55) cases were pending beyond
the timeframes by which the Department has committed to close. Currently the number of cases beyond
the Department’s deadline for resolution has grown to sixty-nine (69) cases and that was a determining
factor in the move to create an enforcement team dedicated to nursing cases.

Jack Zwieg and Jeanette Lytle appeared to address the Board to discuss possible changes to the screening
process. At a previous meeting, the Board inquired about the possibility of utilizing 10-day letters as a
case screening tool. Jack Zwieg explained that 10-day letters are sent to a licensee requesting a response
regarding a complaint received by the Department and that it is possible for the Board to use this tool for
screening but noted that the 10-day letter would not be appropriate for certain types of complaints. The
Board discussed its ability to receiving additional materials for use in making screening determinations.
In light of the announcement that the Board will have dedicated enforcement staff, the Board requested
that the Division of Enforcement resume pre-screen nursing cases for those cases and asked that the
newly formed enforcement team work to develop recommendations for case handling to be presented at
the Board’s January meeting.

REVIEW OF THE STANDARD NURSING IMPAIRMENT ORDER FOR BOARD APPROVAL

Sharon Henes, Department Monitor, and Jeanette Lytle, DOE Attorney, appeared before the Board to
present a draft of the nursing impairment order. Discussion of the standard impairment order ensued.
The Board identified changes to the draft and took the following action.

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REVIEW OF NEW MODEL LANGUAGE FOR STIPULATIONS. DEPARTMENT REQUEST
FOR BOARD NURSING DELEGATION TO DEPARTMENT MONITOR FOR SUSPENSIONS,
REMOVAL OF SUSPENSIONS, AND REMOVAL OF LIMITATIONS

Sharon Henes, Department Monitor, and Jeanette Lytle, DOE Attorney, appeared before the Board to
present the new model language for stipulations and to request that the Board make a motion delegating
certain monitoring related authorities. The delegated authority requests submitted by Sharon Henes are
provided below. Discussion and consideration of this request ensued.

1. Requesting delegated authority to suspend per the new model stipulation language (based on the
board liaison’s recommendation) and to draft/issue the Order.

2. Requesting delegated authority to remove suspension once the continuing
education/forfeitures/costs requirement (which the suspension was issued) is completed and to
draft/issue the Order.

3. Requesting delegated authority to issue order removing limitation for the licensees whose orders
state the limitation shall be removed upon completion of the continuing education and to
draft/issue the Order. (Currently the monitor removed the limitation in the DRL system,
however, employers ask for a copy of an order showing the limitation was removed.)

NURSES PRACTICING WHILE TAKING PRESCRIBED METHADONE

Sharon Henes appeared before the Board to seek clarification regarding an informal position that had
previously had been taken by the Board. The informal policy restricted or prevented the practice of a
nurse taking prescribed methadone. The Board discussed use of methadone and the effects it has on those
receiving this treatment. The Board was advised of other jurisdictions that allow nurses to practice while
taking prescribed methadone. The Board felt that nurses under methadone treatment should not be
precluded from practice, and that they would consider these nurses for ability to practice.
