o Nursing & Nursing Home Administrators Team: This team was implemented
after the creation of the Medical team in order to more properly address the
significant volume of incoming cases for the nursing profession.

. Health Team: This team handles the cases for all health professions not covered
by the Medical Team and the Nursing Team.
