The Board reviewed the first exposure of the proposed revisions to the future Real Property
Appraiser Qualification Criteria. The goal of the Real Property Appraiser Qualification Criteria
is to promote and maintain a high level of public trust in appraisal practice by establishing
minimum education, experience and examination requirements for real property appraisers. The
effective date of any proposed revisions to the criteria is not likely to occur any earlier than
January 1, 2015.

DISCUSSION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE ADOPTING USPAP FOR
ASSESSORS AND THE RELATED IMPLICATIONS AND PROCEDURES

Greg Landretti and Jim Murphy from the Department of Revenue appeared before the Board to
discuss adopting USPAP for assessors.
