* Linear polyethylene (HDLPE) storage tanks have a maximum storage temperature of 120
degrees F.

» Cross-linked polyethylene (XLPE) storage tanks have a maximum storage temperature of 130
degrees F.

* We do not recommend storing petroleum products in our tanks because they will permeate
(soften) the tank walls. You will find that aromatic hydrocarbons and halogenated
hydrocarbons will not be recommended for polyethylene.
