Independent Contractor:  Any person, partnership, corporation subsidiary of a corporation, firm associations, or other organization that contract to perform services at a mine operation.


Other:  Do not meet surface mine or independent contractor definition above.

2001 Mine Safety Registration Form:  The 2001 Mine Safety Training Schedule is attached.  This registration form and fees must be received in this office two weeks before the training date.  There are no refunds and fees submitted are nontransferable.  Walk-ins will be turned away.
