Requirements for Credential
Per Wis. Stat. § 145.06, no person may engage in or work at plumbing in the state unless licensed to do so by the Department.

Per Wis. Admin. Code § SPS 305.98, pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 145.07 (11), a person who holds a registration as a registered Pipelayer may install or
modify water services, private water mains, sanitary building sewers, storm building sewers, or private interceptor main sewers under the general
supervision of a licensed Utility Contractor, licensed Master Plumber, or a licensed Master Plumber Restricted Service.

AN APPLICATION IS NOT COMPLETE UNTIL ALL OF THE FOLLOWING DOCUMENTS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED:

1. Application and Fees: Apply and pay fees online in LicensE, https://license.wi.gov. Fees will be calculated in LicensE. If needed, you can
save your application and complete and submit it later. NOTE: If DSPS requests additional documents they must be uploaded within three
(3) months from the date they were requested. Failure to do so may result in having to submit a new application and pay fees.

2. Qualification for Registration: A person applying for a Pipelayer registration to install plumbing shall be at least 18 years old.
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
