BOARD CHAIR MEETING AND OPTIONS TO ADDRESS DEPARTMENT

Jennifer Coates moved, seconded by David Wagner, to express its concern
to the Legislature that its ongoing restrictions on the Department of Safety
and Professional Services’ (DSPS) ability to add staff and spending
authority have created backlogs in licensing timelines that have in turn
created unnecessary delays in real estate appraisers being licensed in a
timely manner. This has resulted in delays in real estate appraisers’ ability
to enter the workforce, serve clients, and earn a livelihood. As a result,
public protection suffers. Staffing levels at DSPS are simply not adequate
to manage the increasing volume of license applications. The number of
complaints about the slow pace of licensing has increased significantly
due to the staff and spending authority restrictions. The Board urges the
Legislature to take immediate action to increase the staffing and spending
authority of DSPS and to immediately discontinue its practice of diverting
real estate appraiser license fee program revenue for other purposes.
